1) To receive apologies for absence.

2) Declarations of Interest.
None.

3) Community Police Matters.
CPSO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that 2 crimes had been recorded during July these were a burglary at the Barley Mow Public House and the theft of a digger from the Penllyn Estate. During August there was 1 crime recorded that being a burglary at Oakdene in Ystradowen. 
No issues were raised by Members and CPSO O’Callaghan asked if she could be excused from the rest of the meeting. This was agreed and she left the meeting.
4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.
Members raised two matters. The first related to blocked drains at The Meadows in Penllyn. Councillor Fardo informed the meeting that two drains adjacent to the highway have been blocked for some time and asked if the Vale Councillors could investigate. Cllr Cox committed to report back on the matter. Community Council Members also noted that whilst the Vale Council had undertaken litter picking along the Aberthin/Ystradowen Road the plastic bags into which the litter was placed had been shredded by the contractor employed by the Vale Council to grass cut along the road. Cllr Cox also agreed to investigate.

14) Community Council Website

The Clerk confirmed that the Penllyn Community Council website went live on 24th July. 

15) PAYE Payments
Members were reminded that at the last meeting it was agreed that as it is the intention of the Clerk to resign from his post and the matter of PAYE payments was still outstanding he would seek to find a neutral individual to deal with the matter. The Clerk restated that he was concerned that both parties should be content with the process and the resulting end payments. The Clerk invited Mr Tony Williams (at an agreed fee of £250.00 authorised by the Chairman) to carry out the work and inform the Members of the outcomes. Mr Williams confirmed the system had been set up to the satisfaction of the HMRC and the Community Council and that the back payments due for last year and the current year identified (£1034.00). The Clerk confirmed that he had paid the appropriate sum into the Community Council’s bank account and a cheque from the Community Council for the same amount had been sent to HMRC.
16) Clerk’s Position
Members were reminded that it was agreed that the Clerk would resign as soon as another person was appointed or at the latest after the Community Council meeting in October 2014 and that in the meantime he would help the Council in their search for a replacement Clerk. Following a number of local advertisements and discussions with the Chairman and other Members, Mr A D Williams was invited to attend an informal meeting to discuss his interest in the position. At a meeting with the Chairman and Cllrs Petty and Lewis, Mr Williams was apprised of the duties and he outlined his credentials for meeting the duties of the post. It was decided Mr Williams be invited to attend the Community Council’s September meeting so that the conditions sought by Mr Williams could be discussed. 

To enable proper debate of the matter Mr Williams was asked to withdraw from the room while the matter while the conditions sought were outlined by the Chairman and the implications of the terms discussed by Members. He agreed to do so.
The Chairman informed Members that Mr Williams was content with the existing salary but sought for the Community Council to also contribute to his superannuation payments (amounting to an additional 27% of the existing salary), that appropriate mileage payments be paid from his home on all business associated with the Community Council and that the Community Council contribute to half the cost of a laptop computer to enable him to carry out the duties. He also sought that all these matters be embodied in a formal contract to be signed by the Chairman and Mr Williams. These matters were discussed in detail and it was agreed that Mr Williams be appointed on the terms he had proposed. 
Mr Williams was invited to return to the meeting and the decision made imparted to him. It was agreed that the current Clerk would retain his employment up to 1st October 2014 at which point Mr Williams would take over. It was anticipated that by that time a laptop computer would be sourced and much of the information transferred. It was agreed that the Mr Williams would discuss any further matters relating to the contract or arising from the appointment with the Chairman. 
The current Clerk informed the meeting that he currently held a Kodak Hero 7.1 printer/copies/scanner and a filing cabinet that is the property of the Community Council and he would make arrangements for these and all historic files to be delivered to Mr Williams.
It was agreed that a formal letter of resignation of the current Clerk would be sent to the Chairman.
