	Your comments:

Whilst this site is outside the Penllyn Community Council area Members of the Council are concerned that sporadic development of this type should not be permitted.
This proposal is located adjacent to a small hamlet as identified in the Sustainable Settlements Appraisal document (published in 2013 as part of the Background Papers to the Deposited Local Development Plan). Whilst Penllyn Community Council takes issue with many of the assumptions in this Appraisal document, it supports the analysis of Maendy as a hamlet that it has a limited role and function incapable of fulfilling the needs of this proposed a housing allocation. 
Maendy is an isolated settlement of about thirty dwellings. The Appraisal document identified above gives the settlement a scoring of three. The scoring is based on the premise that the settlement has a post box, a bus service and is in proximity to a main settlement. It is important to note that the bus service referred to has now ceased and the proximity to Cowbridge is via (for the most part) an unlit “A” Road that has missing sections of footpath. 
The Sustainable Settlement Appraisal document concludes that :
“5.13 Settlements falling within these areas are in isolated rural areas. In many cases these are sensitive rural hamlets whose key attraction is their rurality. They generally contain minimal or no services and facilities and are comprised of a small collection of historic rural dwellings and sporadic development. Although some may lie along main roads and have access to public transport services, albeit infrequent, commuting distances from these settlements are likely to be significant. In addition, these settlements are likely to be poorly related to other more sustainable settlements. 
 5.14 Given the remote location and limited range of services and facilities within these settlements means it is unlikely that there will be any meaningful levels of commuting by walking, cycling or public transport resulting in a dependency upon private car journeys, particularly given the safety and nature of the walking environment along the associated country roads. In general it would be inappropriate to locate new development within these areas due to the sensitivity of these settlements in terms of location, scale, form and function.”
With regard to the proposed site itself no detail is provided about a future access point. It must be assumed that vehicular access to the site would be either from the track that abuts the former rail line at the western edge of the site or from the A4222. Both of these options are considered unacceptable and likely to cause serious traffic risks. 
The junction leading to Trerhygyll from the A4222 has been for a considerable time known locally as an unsafe junction. This has led in the past to the introduction of a thirty mile an hour speed limit being imposed along the A4222 at this point. Increased usage by traffic from the proposed site onto the Trerhygyll side road would exacerbate these existing problems. If access were to be from the Main Road because of the rise in the road to the brow of the hill approximately 50m from the potential access point this again would be unsuitable and potentially highly dangerous.
Therefore as Maendy does not have an appropriate range of services and facilities necessary to meet needs of the proposed additional population and the site is located at a position where access by whatever means would be unacceptable and potentially dangerous Penllyn Community Council would like to support local objectors in their opposition to this proposal.
