	2f. Please provide details of your representation on the Deposit Plan.


Penllyn Community Council considers the sensitivity of the scoring of the appraisal contained in the Sustainable Settlements Background paper remains unacceptable and crude in nature when applied to the specific rankings of services and facilities used to select locations for development sites.  
The justifying text of the document states that “Weighting shops, services and community facilities separately within the scoring system enables the assessment to reflect their relative importance.” However, analysis of this approach at a local level identifies considerable anomalies in its interpretation and therefore the quality of the assessment itself. For example, a comparison of the “Day to Day” shop services at locations such as Bonvilston and Ystradowen both of which score “1” in the ranking is inexplicable. The facilities at Bonvilston offer a far wider range of consumable goods and services compared to those available at the Garage in Ystradowen.

In addition, since the withdrawal of the previous plan the regular bus service has been withdrawn from the Cowbridge to Talbot Green route, accessibility to the services previously available by bus are no easily longer available. The document recognises that the scoring system in relation to transport services and accessibility are influenced by such matters as “Good access to services and facilities, including public transport, provides choice to the user and can reduce the reliance on private cars for travel. Access to public transport also tackles an element of social exclusion enabling individuals who cannot drive or afford a car access to essential services and facilities.” 
The Welsh Government in commenting on this matter in relation to the previous Deposit Plan stated “It is unclear how the role and function of settlements has been fully reflected in the scale of housing proposed in certain locations. While the scoring matrix focuses on “functional links” (Sustainable Settlements Appraisal 2011), the services and facilities in many of the minor rural villages themselves are poor. A more realistic assessment of the settlements and their ability to provide for sustainable development having regard to services and facilities is required” 
Whilst the Vale Council state that the assessment has been amended since the publication of the previous Plan, the Community Council contends that the appraisal remains flawed and unacceptable as a basis for proper analysis.

	2. The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 states that the purpose of the examination of a Local Development Plan (the Plan) is to consider whether it is “sound”.  This means that anyone who wants to comment on or object to the Deposit Plan should seek to say how it is unsound and what is needed to make it sound.  Sound may be considered in this context within its ordinary meaning of “showing good judgement” and “able to be trusted”.  To assess the Deposit Plan we use 10 tests as set out above. The Deposit LDP will be examined by an independent Inspector appointed by the Welsh Government and it will be the Inspector’s job to consider whether the Plan is sound. 
3. Where you propose a change to the Deposit Plan it would be helpful but it is not essential, if you could make clear which test(s) of soundness you believe the Deposit Plan fails. The tests are in 3 groups - ‘Procedural’ (2 tests); ‘Conformity’ (4 tests); and ‘Coherence and Effectiveness’ (4 tests).  If you wish to comment on the way in which the Vale of Glamorgan Council has prepared the Deposit Plan, it is likely that your comments or objections would fall under one of the procedural tests.  If you wish to comment on or object to the content of the Deposit Plan, it may help to look at the ‘consistency’ and the ‘coherence and effectiveness’ tests. 
Failing to identify a test will not mean that your comments will not be considered. Providing your comment(s) is/are clear and relate to the Deposit Plan (or any part of the Plan) and it is clear what change(s) you are seeking your comments will be considered.
