Minutes of an Annual General Meeting of Penllyn Community Council held at 

 Llansannor Village Hall, City at 7.00 p.m. on Monday.

9th May 2011.

1) To receive apologies for absence.

None
2) Declarations of Interest.

Councillor E P Jarvis declared an interest in respect of planning applications 2011/00353/FUL and 2011/00378/FUL.
Councillor A Thomas declared an interest in respect of planning application 2011/00353/FUL.

3) Community Police matters.
Officer O’Callaghan informed the meeting that there had been four reported crimes in the last 2 months. Three of the crimes were related to theft from gardens the other was a theft of cash from a property.

Cllr Petty asked if any progress had been made on apprehending the individuals who had stolen the manhole covers. Officer O’Callaghan informed the meeting that no arrests had been made.
4) Election of a Chairman for the ensuing year.

Cllr Pugh proposed that Cllr Thomas be appointed as Chair for the coming year. This motion was seconded by Cllr Jarvis and unanimously agreed by all Members. Cllr Thomas accepted the position. 

On vacating the Chair Cllr Lewis thanked all Members and the Clerk for their support through his year of office and wished Cllr Thomas well in the role for the coming year.

Cllr Thomas duly signed the “Declaration of Acceptance of Office” and then chaired the meeting from that point on. He thanked Members for his election and also thanked Cllr Lewis for the work he had undertaken through the past year in the role.

5) Election of a Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.
Cllr Fardo proposed that Cllr Petty be appointed as Vice Chair for the coming year and this was seconded by Cllr Lewis and unanimously agreed by all Members. Cllr Petty accepted the position.
6) Appointment of Members to Council Committees
After discussion it was agreed that the only standing “Standing Committee” required is “Finance” and that this committee would comprise Cllrs Thomas, Pugh and Petty.
7) Appointment of Members to serve on outside bodies.

It was agreed that the following Members would represent the Council:

a) Llansannor C.I.W. Primary School  - It was agreed that the Clerk should contact Ms Sarah Fenner to ask if she would be prepared to continue to act as the Community Council’s representative and to agree a more effective feedback process.
b) Llangan County Primary School - It was agreed that the Clerk of Llangan Community Council be contacted to establish the current agreement and if a representative is required Cllr Petty agreed to act as the Community Council representative.

c) Vale of Glamorgan Community Liaison Committee – Cllr Pugh.

d) Vale of Glamorgan Conservation Advisory Committee – It was agreed that as there are no Conservation Areas within the Community Council boundary if a request for attendance is made to the Clerk he would contact the Ward Members of the area within which any application to be considered exists to agree who should attend. 
8) Dates and times of Meetings for the ensuing year.

The Clerk circulated a list of suggested meeting dates for the forthcoming year and it was agreed that meetings would be held at 7.00pm at the Llansannor Community Hall, City on the following dates: 6th June, 4th July, (No Meeting in August) 5th September, 3th October, 7th November, 5th December, 9th January, 6th February, 5th March, 2nd April and 7th May (AGM).
9) To confirm the minutes of the Meeting held on Monday, 4th April 2011.

Cllr Pugh proposed that the minutes be accepted subject to minor amendments as a true record. This was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed unanimously.
10) Matters relating to the duties of the Official Custodians of the Charity for Allotment for the Labouring Poor.

The Clerk reminded Members that at the last meeting Cllr Jarvie had agreed to speak to the Vale Legal Services on behalf of the Community Council to seek guidance from them on matters relating to the proposed SSSI designation and the future of the Charity. The Clerk that he had provided the relevant information to Cllr Jarvie immediately after the last meeting and within a few days had received a response from Debbie Marles of the Vale Legal Services informing that as charity law is a specialised area of law that is outside that practised by Vale Lawyers. She had however recommended the Community Council contact Gisele Davies (a Partner in Geldards) who is a specialist in Charity Law and advises the Vale Council on Charity matters. 

The Clerk confirmed that he had telephoned Gisele Davies and she had been very helpful offering the following informal advice:-

a) Members of the Community Council could not as individuals be held financially responsible for actions of the Charity.

b) The objects of the charity are no longer capable of being furthered and the land is not used for the charitable objects. The Custodians should consider transferring the property of the charity to another charity either set up by local people or to an established charity that has a track record of managing such sites – a Wildlife Charity.

c) Ms Davies also confirmed that if she were to be appointed by the charity the existing monies of the charity would not cover her costs. She said that it may be possible to complete most of the actions ourselves.
Following discussion it was agreed that the Clerk works with Cllr Pugh to complete the following:-

i) To establish the mechanisms for making a permanent transfer of assets of the charity to another charity;

ii) Arrange to meet the newly merged organisation for Penllyn to discuss the matter;
iii) Establish other potential organisations that might be interested in the transfer of property;

iv) Prepare the Community Council’s objection to the proposed SSSI for the next Council meeting so that Members can agree a final response to the Countryside Council for Wales Proposal before 24th June 2011.

13) Matters relating to Land Holdings –
a) Winch Field, Graig Penllyn
The Clerk confirmed that a copy of the Penllyn Resident Association Liability insurance had been received.

He also confirmed that he had contacted the Vale Council to inform them that their grass cutting services for the Winch Field would not be required this year.

The Clerk confirmed that instruction had been given to the Vale of Glamorgan Council Parks Department to cut the grass the agreed cost will be £730.32. It was noted that the grass had recently been cut but Cllr Pugh noted that the edges were not being strimmed effectively. The Clerk confirmed that he would take the matter up with the Vale Council.
It was confirmed that the Well Field would be part of the annual play area inspection undertaken by an external inspector for the Vale Parks Department. The cost to the Community Council will be £56.00.

16) Road Safety & Highway matters.
a) Keepers Hill Junction.
Cllr Fardo raised the matter that although speed restrictions exist at Pentre Meyrick and along the Cowbridge Bypass during inclement weather there is no restriction of speed near the Keepers Hill junction on to the A48. Members agreed that this is a dangerous junction and supported Cllr Fardo in his request that the Vale of Glamorgan Council be asked to extend the speed restriction a Pentre Meyrick to include this junction area.
The matter was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk would contact the Vale of Glamorgan Highways Department.
b) Trerhyngyll - Speed Reduction.
The Clerk stated that prior to the meeting Cllr Cox had supplied him with a précis of the recorded traffic movements and speeds of vehicles travelling through Trerhyngyll during the survey period.

It was noted that a total of four vehicles out of 1837 vehicles that passed over through the survey point were recorded at over 30mph. The information was discussed and noted and Cllr Hill said that he would discuss the matter with residents and report back at the next meeting.

Members thanked Cllr Cox for the efforts he had made on this matter.

c) Cae Rhedyn – Highway edge collapse.
Cllr Petty informed the meeting that he had been contacted by a local resident living at Cae Rhedyn, Graig Penllyn regarding collapse of the side of the highway adjacent to her property as a result of large heavy vehicles using this minor road. The matter was discussed and Cllr Cox agreed to take the matter up with officers of the Vale of Glamorgan Highways Department.
