Minutes of an Annual General Meeting of Penllyn Community Council held at 

 Llansannor Village Hall, City at 7.00 p.m. on Monday.
10th May 2010.

1) To receive apologies for absence.

Apologies for absence from the meeting were received from Councillor A Hill.

2) Declarations of Interest.

None.
3) Election of a Chairman for the ensuing year.

Cllr Pugh proposed that Cllr Lewis be appointed as Chair for the coming year. This motion was seconded by Cllr Thomas and unanimously agreed by all Members. Cllr Lewis accepted the position. 

On vacating the Chair Cllr White thanked all Members for their support through his year of office and wished Cllr Lewis well in the role for the coming year.

Cllr Lewis duly signed the “declaration of Acceptance of Office” and then chaired the meeting from that point on. He thanked Members for his election and also thanked Cllr White for the work he had undertaken through the past year in the role.

4) Election of a Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.
Cllr Jarvis proposed that Cllr Thomas be appointed as Vice Chair for the coming year and this was seconded by Cllr White and unanimously agreed by all Members. Cllr Thomas accepted the position.
5) Appointment of Members to Council Committees
After discussion it was agreed that the only standing “Standing Committee” required is “Finance” and that this committee will comprise Cllrs White, Pugh and Jarvis.
6) Appointment of Members to serve on outside bodies.

It was agreed that the following Members would represent the Council:

a) Llansannor C.I.W. Primary School  - Cllr Fenner;

b) Llangan County Primary School -  Appointment deferred until Clerk has clarified joint representation issues with the Clerk of Llangan Community Council.

c) Vale of Glamorgan Community Liaison Committee – Cllr Pugh.

d) Vale of Glamorgan Conservation Advisory Committee – Cllr White.

7) Dates and times of Ordinary Meetings for the ensuing year.

The Clerk circulated a list of suggested meeting dates for the forthcoming year and it was agreed that meetings would be held at 7.00pm at the Llansannor Community Hall, City on the following dates: 7th June, 5th July, (No Meeting in August) 6th September, 4th October, 1st November, 6th December 10th January, 7th February, 7th March, 4th April and 9th May.
8) To confirm the minutes of the Meeting held on Monday, 2nd February 2010.

Cllr Pugh proposed that the minutes be accepted as a true record. This was seconded by Cllr Thomas and agreed unanimously.
9) Chairman’s Report and Communications.

I. The Outgoing Chairman reported that he had been contacted and agreed to an interview for a TV Production Company regarding the Salmon Wells. 
II. He further reported that he had been contacted by the Countryside Council for Wales regarding the possibility of identifying the Parish Field at Graig Penllyn as a Site of Special Scientific Interest. A site meeting with CCW was to take place on 14th May and it was agreed that representatives of the CCW be invited to attend the next meeting to explain the implications and processes involved in making the site an SSSI. It was further agreed that given their past commitment and work on the site members of the Resident Association also be invited to attend the next meeting. It was agreed the Clerk would contact Andrew Lucas of CCW to formally invite the CCW to attend.
III. A copy of the questionnaire seeking information on Rural Housing Needs had been received and the Clerk was asked to complete the forms on behalf of the Council.
IV. A Cheque for £10.00 for rental of the Winchfield had been received from the Penllyn Resident Association was handed to the Clerk for banking. 
10) Delegate Reports.

11) Matters relating to –

a) Grass Cutting 
The Clerk confirmed that instruction for the grass cutting contract for the Winchfield and Wellfield had been issued to Phil Beaman by Email. He suggested that a system for recording the number of cuts undertaken through the season should be instigated. This matter was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk would speak to Mrs Barbara Whitehouse regarding the monitoring of the Winchfield and Cllr Pugh agreed to monitor the number of cuts at the Wellfield.
b) Winchfield, Graig Penllyn
The Clerk confirmed that a C.A.S.H. Grant application had been submitted for the upgrading of the footpath through the site. He further confirmed that the Resident Association has been awarded a grant from Creative Rural Communities for a total of £52,000.00 for the exercise track project.
c) Wellfield, Trerhyngyll.
Health & Safety inspection has been carried out and the report is awaited. Indications are that there are no substantive issues to be rectified. The Clerk was in attendance at the inspection and reported that the Inspector note from his last visit (in 2007) that the swing cross member was rusting but he continues to be of the opinion that replacement is not required yet. His report is likely to recommend that attention is given to the gap between the safety matting and the kerb edgings and also to the replacement of swing seat cross bars of one of the baby swings. It was agreed that no work be undertaken until the report is received. In the meantime Cllr Pugh has replaced the swings save for the one baby swing that is subject of concern by the Inspector.
The Clerk confirmed that a request had been made to Phil Beaman to remove the waste bin.

Cllr Pugh informed the meeting that he had received a request from a local resident (Mr Reg Roberts) for permission to discreetly scattered the ashes of his late wife in the park. The Members unanimously agreed to the request.

Cllr White asked the Clerk to contact the Vale Council to ask if lopping of the re-growth of the sycamores trees removed last year required further Tree Preservation Order consent.

Cllr Kipling raised the issue of the dying trees at the site adjacent to Ty Mawr Close. The Clerk confirmed that he had written to the Vale Council following a request from Cllr Evans and discussion with local residents who do not own but have been tending the site for some years. The Clerk informed the meeting that he had been informed by the Vale Council that they were currently in the process of establishing site ownership via the Land Registry.

Mrs Whitehouse had further confirmed that the Resident Association was awaiting the outcome of a match funding application to The BIG Lottery (People & Places Fund).

17) Extracts from Vale of Glamorgan Council. 
Members were informed that a copy of the Vale Council Agenda for the Council Meeting of 5th May had been received but that there were no issues directly affecting the Penllyn Community Council Area.
18) Correspondence Received.
· Letter, copy of Certificate of Liability Cover and Cheque for £2 in payment of 2years rent to 31st December 2010 for the Tennis Courts from Penllyn Lawn Tennis Club.
The Letter refers to the need for Health & Safety reasons to Power clean the courts and the intention to lay a new layer of clean gravel onto the car park. They also wish to replace signs that were removed when the fencing was replaced. In addition they are seeking consent for a car park sign disclaiming liability for any possible damage to vehicles parked on the site. They also wish to conform with the LTA regulations to display the insurance certificate applicable to the courts. They wish to do this in a newly purchased free standing locking notice board mounted on posts. The letter refers to consultation with Graham in Feb 2008. Members did not object in principle to the proposals but requested that they consider details of the size, appearance and siting position of the proposed Notice Board.
