2) Declarations of Interest.

3) Community Police Matters.

CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that two crimes had been recorded within the area in the last month. A burglary at Penllyn and criminal damage act at Pentre Meyrick.
At the end of the discussion the Chairman thanked CPO O’Callaghan for her attendance and she left the meeting.

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk reported that he had received a copy of the Vale Council agenda for the meeting of 7th May and that he had submitted representations in accordance with the views of the Community Council for the following alternative development sites considered at the last meeting. These were:

· Land at Church Farm, Ystradowen; 

· Land North East of Ystradowen;

· Land at Maendy.

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had been contacted by Mr Andrew Loyns and it was agreed that copies of the representations would be forwarded to the group.
The Clerk also informed the meeting that all pot hole sites identified at the last meeting had been reported to the Vale Contact Centre save for the problems at the entrance to Wern Fawr Farm, Ystradowen because the potholes along Sandy Lane had been marked with yellow paint for repair.

No further issues were raised by Community Council Members.

At the end of the discussion the Chairman thanked the Vale Councillors for their attendance and asked if they could leave the meeting.

5) Election of Chairman for the ensuing year.
It was proposed that Councillor Fardo be elected as Chairman by Councillor Pugh. This was seconded by Councillor Lewis and unanimously agreed by other Members. Councillor Fardo thanked Members and indicated that he was prepared to accept the role.
In handing over the role Councillor Hill thanked all Members for ably assisting him to carry out his role as Chairman for the last year and wished Cllr Fardo well in the role. He also thanked the Clerk for his support throughout the year.
