3) To confirm the minutes of 12th March 2012
The minutes were accepted without amendment. Cllr Pugh proposed that they be accepted, this was seconded by Cllr Lewis and unanimously agreed. 
4) Community Police Matters.

CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that no crimes were recorded for the area in the month.
The Clerk informed the meeting that he had received thanks from local residents of Graig Penllyn regarding the removal of the abandoned car from the tennis club car park. He had informed the residents that it was due to the efforts of PC Mark Goulding and he asked the police representative to pass on his and the Council’s thanks to PC Goulding for the efforts made in removing the vehicle.  These thanks were endorsed by all those present.

CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that actions had been taken in respect of complaints of speeding cars near the crossing in Ystradowen in the last few weeks. 

No other police matters were raised by Council Members.

5) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk reported that he had received a notice of an extraordinary Council Meeting to consider and endorse the Vale Council’s Policy for Senior Managers as required by the Localism Act 2011 but there were no other matters directly relating to the Penllyn Community Council contained within the agenda.
With regard to highway matters the Chairman asked the attending Vale Councillors what was the usual length of time between marking pot holes for repair with yellow paint and the actual repair. He noted that it had been some time since the pot holes at the “Grippy” hill in Llansannor had been marked but no repair had taken place. Cllr Cox said that it depended on existing workloads but repairs were usually completed within 3/4 weeks.

Cllr Petty informed the meeting that the Penllyn Residents Association had not met since the last meeting of the Community Council therefore no decisions or progress had been made.
