1) To receive apologies for absence.
Councillor D Fardo & G McDarren.
2) Declarations of Interest.

Councillor Lewis declared an interest in respect of Planning Application 2013/00265/FUL.

3) Community Police Matters.

CPO O’Callaghan gave for apologies for not attending the previous meeting as she was on holiday. She informed the meeting that dwelling house burglary had been recorded in the area during February and that last month there had been a garage burglary of 2no Cycles from a house near Llanharry.

Members asked for an up-date on the fly grazing of horses and CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that there had been little activity recently but the activities were being continuously monitored.

At the end of the discussion CPO O’Callaghan asked to be excused from the meeting and was thanked by the Chairman for her attendance. She then left the meeting.

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk asked Vale Cllr Cox for an update regarding the suggested meeting between Welsh Water, the Vale of Glamorgan Council and the Community Council regarding in respect of the sewage problems at Penllyn. Cllr Cox said he would contact again Andrew Loosemore the Operational Manager who he had asked to set up the meeting. 
The Clerk referred to an Emial received from Mr R Walker regarding problems with a drainage ditch at Graig Penllyn. Cllr Cox asked that the Email be forwarded to him so that he could pass it on the relevant Vale Council Officer. 

Councillor Thomas referred to a number pot holes that had been marked for repair in the Llansannor Ward but was concerned that not repairs had been carried out. Vale Councillor Cox noted the comments and asked that Cllr Thomas resubmit the request for repairs to the Vale Council. It was agreed that Cllr Cox would query times for pot hole filling and ask that the adopted procedures for the repair of pot holes be provided to the Clerk in order that he could circulate to Community Council Members. 

Vale Cllr Jarvie informed the meeting that sums of money are currently available from Section 106 Payments for the Waitrose development and the Secondary School Improvements at Cowbridge. Suggestions were sought for the use of the money towards sustainable transport initiatives and educational purposes in Schools in the catchment areas of the supermarket and school. Cllr Jarvie emphasised the importance of identifying possible options as soon as possible. Members agreed to consider options. 

At the end of the discussion the Vale Members asked to be excused from the meeting and were thanked by the Chairman for their attendance. They then left the meeting.
