In the absence of the Chairman (Cllr E.G. Petty) it was agreed that the Vice-Chairman (Cllr A Hill) would chair the meeting.

2) Declarations of Interest.

None 
3) Confirmation of Co-option.

The Clerk confirmed that he had spoken to the Electoral Services Division who had advised that Mr G McDarren was eligible to serve as a Co-opted Member of the Community Council provided other members thought him an appropriate person and he is registered on the current electoral list. The Clerk confirmed that he is registered as a voter on the latest electoral register and the Members present were content that Mr McDarren was an appropriate person. It was therefore resolved that subject to Mr McDarren’s acceptance he be co-opted onto the Community Council. Mr McDarren duly accepted the position. 
4) To confirm the minutes of 12th November 2012
The minutes were accepted without amendment. Councillor Pugh proposed that the minutes be accepted and was seconded by Cllr Thomas and unanimously agreed by all present.
5) Community Police Matters.

The Clerk informed the meeting that CPO O’Callaghan had informed him before the meeting that she was unable to attend. Information on recorded crimes within the area would be forwarded to the Clerk in due course.  

6) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk confirmed that he had reported the matter of the tree overhanging the highway at the Grippy Hill, Llansannor and the state of the road above New Forest Farm, Ystradowen to the Vale Council.  He informed the Members that he had noted from the Vale Council’s “Big Fill” website that the planned road repairs for the Cowbridge area (including the  Penllyn Community areas) are scheduled for Phase 3 of the programme (May-September 2013).
Cllr Thomas raised concerns at the damage to the verges between an area North of Windmill Farm and the Mountain School and asked if road plaining could be put down to assist. Cllr Jarvis expressed concerns about the areas of new tarmac between Fferm Goch and Rhyd Forge where the new works appear to have covered the drains. Cllr Pugh raised the issue of road flooding near the disused quarry north of Ystradowen. Councillor Cox noted the issues and undertook to take matters up with the Vale Highways Dept.
At this point the Vale Councillors asked to be excused from the meeting. The Chairman thanked them for attending and their assistance.
