2) Declarations of Interest.

3) To confirm the minutes of 9th January 2012
The minutes were subject to minor amendment as requested by Councillor Evans regarding the acknowledgement of his total opposition to the footway improvements for A4222 near Watery Lane and his unrecorded additional concern about the resultant additional crossing this busy road as a result of this proposed “improvement”. The minutes were amended at the meeting and following the change a motion was proposed by Councillor Lewis, seconded by Councillor Petty and unanimously supported by other Members.
4) Community Police Matters.

NPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that there had been one recorded crime in the area in the last month that being a domestic disturbance at Ystradowen. 
5) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk reported that he had received an Agenda for the Vale Council meeting of 25th January 2012. The meeting was also informed that the Local Development Plan for the Vale of Glamorgan is to be published for a six week period of consultation during February and March 2012. 
Footway improvements near Watery Lane Junction of A4222.

Vale Councillor Cox informed the meeting that he had located a copy of the Safe Routes to School Report and had forwarded it to Councillor Pugh who in turn had passed it to Councillor Hill. The Report was made available to other Members at the meeting. The Clerk informed the meeting that Councillor Pugh had informed the Welsh St Donats Community Council of this council’s concerns regarding the Safe Routes to Schools matter but that no decision had yet been made.
The matter was then again discussed at length. Cllr Hill stated that whilst he understood Cllr Evans’ concerns about highway safety and potential impact on the existing free bus service for Ystradowen children attending Cowbridge Schools, he was concerned about poor conditions for existing users many of whom were from Maendy, Trerhyngyll and Welsh St Donats and some of these existing users being school children. Cllr Evans stated his total opposition to the proposal and reiterated his objections regarding highway safety for children and adults using the footway, the impact the improvements could have on any reappraisal of the Safe Routes to Schools report and hence costs to parents of Ystradowen school children. 

It was proposed by Cllr Lewis and seconded by Cllr Hill that this Council supports the Welsh St Donats Community Council’s ambitions for the improvements and also any future grant submission for an improvement proposal to the existing footway along the western side of the highway be supported. The matter was put a vote and all save for Councillor Evans agreed with the motion. Cllr Evans reiterated his opposition to the proposal. It was further agreed that any proposal for footway improvements to the Watery Lane side of the highway would be opposed.

The Clerk was instructed to inform the Welsh St Donats Community Council of the decision.

Councillor Cox was asked what progress had been made on this matter. Councillor Cox informed the meeting that the matter would be assessed with other similar proposals but stated that due to the large number of similar requests there was currently a backlog in dealing with such matters.

Councillor Cox informed the meeting that the maintenance of drainage channels at Argoed Quarry, Church Farm and Rhyd Forge Llansannor and Fforest Farm, Llanharry were being investigated and that a number of them had already been attended to.

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had spoken with Jonathan Case who confirmed that he had not been able to find a copy of the lease for the field.
