1) To receive apologies for absence.

In view of the absence of the Chairman Cllr A Hill chaired the meeting.

CPO O’Callaghan informed meeting that there had been two recorded crimes in the area in the last month. These were the unauthorised removal of a gate at Newton and a burglary at the Fox Public House, Penllyn.

In particular, that he investigates a long-term solution to the flooding at Ystradowen and seeks to arrange a meeting with Welsh Water regarding the sewage problems at Penllyn.
