1) To receive apologies for absence.

2) Declarations of Interest.

3) To confirm the minutes of the 7th November 2011.

The minutes were approved without amendment. The motion was proposed by Councillor Jarvis, seconded by Councillor Petty and unanimously supported by other Members.
4) Community Police Matters.

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had received a communication from NPO O’Callaghan informing that she is currently working restricted hours after illness and as a result would not be attending the meeting. However she had reported that no crimes had been recorded for the area in the last month.

No Councillors wished to raise any police matters. 
5) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk reported that he had received an Agenda for the Vale Council meeting of 7th December 2011 but no matters directly related to the Penllyn Community. 
Footway improvements near Watery Lane Junction of A4222.

Following Councillor Evans’ previous recorded concerns about the potential impact the footway improvement would have on the existing safe routes to schools bus service provided to Ystradowen pupils travelling the Cowbridge School the matter was discussed at length. Councillor Evans recorded his strong objections to the improvements if they would result in any change to the existing arrangements for Ystradowen pupils.   It was agreed that a copy of the Safe Routes to School report would be sought by Councillor Cox and the matter be discussed again at the next meeting.
A48 – Morning Star Hill.
Councillor Cox provided copies of the traffic survey undertaken at the site during early November 2011. The matter was discussed and it was noted that the survey did not record substantial speeds. The report was noted.
Advanced warning speed restriction sign at Eastern entry to Ystradowen.

Councillor Cox was asked what progress had been made on this matter. Councillor Cox agreed to report back.
Highway Repairs
Area between Red Farm Wood and Junction to Graig Penllyn – Councillor Cox confirmed that this site and the highway through Penllyn Village are both in the three year highway repairs programme. 
Highway Maintenance/Flooding Issues

At the last meeting Members raised issues about flooding and poor maintence of drainage channels at Argoed Quarry, Church Farm and Rhyd Forge Llansannor and Fforest Farm, Llanharry. Councillor Cox agreed to investigate and report back.

6. Matters relating to the duties of the Official Custodians of the Charity for Allotments for the Labouring Poor.

The Clerk informed the Custodians of the Charity of the progress made since the last meeting. They were as follows:-
1. Further discussions had taken place with Mrs Judy Holley of Larby Williams regarding the location of documents. It had been confirmed by Mrs Holley that they are not aware of holding any documents relating to the site. Furthermore she informed the Clerk that the Company do not recall being involved in the preparation of a lease between the Community Council and the Resident Association;
2. A full day had been spent reading the minutes of previous Council meetings in the records provided by Anthony Powell but no material information had been found;
3. Steve White was contacted to establish if the Resident Association has a copy of the signed lease. He informed the Clerk that to his memory he did not recall Larby Williams being involved in drawing up the lease and suggested that as he did not have a copy then either Steven Madeley or Jonathan Case be contacted to help; 

4. Jonathan Case was contacted and he is currently searching the Resident Association files to find a copy of the lease.

The matter was discussed at length and it decided to consider again when a lease has been found.

The communication went on to say that as the land is not owned by the Vale of Glamorgan Council they will continue to maintain the equipment in 2012/2013 financial year but must give warning that this may not be the case for 2013/2014 when responsibility could revert to the Lessee.
