1) To receive apologies for absence.

3) Community Police Matters.

CPSO O’Callaghan was unable to attend.
No matters were raised by Members.

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk informed Members that he had received the agenda for the Vale Council meeting of 26th June 2013. There were no matter raised that directly relating to the Community Council.

The Clerk referred to an Email received from Coucillor Jarvie regarding a proposal for a rural exceptions housing site at Pentre Meyrick behind Nash View. It is a proposal by Hafod Housing Association on Penllyn Estate Land for 2 bungalows and 11 affordable homes for the use of retired farm workers of the estate. These would be covered by a legal agreement that if they were no longer required in the future they would be used as affordable housing. Coucillor Jarvie informed the meeting that he had forwarded the information in order to give Community Council Members advance notice of the proposal in order that they could prepare for future meetings with the developers and the Vale Council. After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk would contact Llanfair Community Council to seek a copy of the comments and observations they made in respect of the exceptions housing constructed at The Herberts.
The emphasised that the housing association will need to demonstrate evidence of local need but the site could be considered as a rural exceptions site.

Councillor Cox confirmed that he was still awaiting a meeting date for the discussions between the Vale Council/Welsh Water and Community Council regarding sewage problems at Penllyn.

Councillor Pugh asked about where the funding was derived for the improvements to Sycamore Cross on the A48. Councillor Cox informed the meeting that it came from the Welsh Government and the improvements were principally initiated by the Welsh Government. Councillor Pugh said that the reason he asked was because if it were possible to achieve similar improvements at Pentre Meyrick with similar funding. Councillor Cox said he would investigate the level of recorded accidents at Pentre Meyrick but thought it unlikely that similar funding would be made available.
Members also asked what progress had been made regarding the flooding of the main road immediately north of Ystradowen Village next to the Old Quarry. Councillor Cox said he would raise the matter again with Vale Council Officers. 

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had received another complaint from a local resident of Ystradowen regarding speeding traffic entering the Village from the Llantrisaint end. The matter was discussed at length and members agreed there is a problem that should be investigated. Councillor Cox said he would raise the matter with Vale Council Highway Officers.
