2) Declarations of Interest.

Councillor Hill declared an interest in respect of Planning Application 2013/00137/FUL.

3) Community Police Matters.

The Clerk informed the meeting that when he Emailed CPO O’Callaghan the agenda for the meeting he received a return Email saying she was on holiday until after the meeting. 

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had received a copy of the agenda for a Vale of Glamorgan Council Meeting of Wednesday 6th March 2013. 
The Clerk thanked Vale Cllr Cox for his actions regarding contacting Mr Andrew Loosemore (Vale Council Operational Manager – Highways & Engineering) regarding investigating a long-term solution to the flooding at Ystradowen and seeking a joint meeting between The Community Council, the Vale Council and Welsh Water regarding the sewage problems at Penllyn.

Councillor Thomas made the meeting aware of serious drainage problems that had led to a traffic accident at the road north of Moorlands Farm, Newton. Other Members referred to on-going problems of pot holes at Rhyd Forge and near the Mountain School. Councillor Cox noted the comments and agreed to discuss them with the relevant officers within the Vale Council.  

At the end of the discussion the Vale Members asked to be excused from the meeting and were thanked by the Chairman for their attendance. They then left the meeting.
