2) Declarations of Interest.

3) To confirm the minutes of 1st October 2012
The minutes were accepted without amendment. Councillor Pugh proposed that the minutes be accepted and was seconded by Cllr Lewis and unanimously agreed by all present.
4) Community Police Matters.

CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that there had been one offence relating to domestic anti-social behaviour at Trerhyngyll since the last meeting.
The Police Officer also warned that there had been a number of thefts of catalytic converters from 4x4 vehicles in surrounding areas and asked Members and local people to be aware of the thefts. She also said that there had been a number of nearby burglaries when jewellery and car keys were taken and the thieves had returned later to steal the cars.

Members raised matters regarding local fly grazing problems. The Police Officer informed that if anyone spotted fly grazing or horses left to graze on the highway then she asked that if anyone spotted vehicles that might be associated with the horses the vehicle registration numbers/types of vehicles should be reported immediately using the 999 number.

The Clerk confirmed that he had received responses from Andrew Loosemore and Phil Beaman regarding the matters raised at the last meeting and that these had been relayed to the relevant Ward Members.

Two other matters were discussed. The condition of the highway from New Forest Farm northward to the Reservoir at Ystradowen and the condition of overhanging trees at the Grippy Hill Llansannor and the safety concerns local people have regarding them. The County Councillors attending the meeting suggested that the matters be reported using the Vale Council’s bigfill website. It was agreed that the Clerk would undertake this duty.
