C Farrant (Clerk).
1) To receive apologies for absence.
Councillors A Thomas, D.Fardo.
Members were made aware of the recent injuries Councillor Thomas had received from falling off a ladder. Members sought to extend their best wishes to him and to wish him a speedy recovery.

2) Declarations of Interest.

Councillors Lewis, Pugh and Jarvis expressed an interest in respect of Planning Application 2013/00856/OUT.
3) Community Police Matters.

CPSO O’Callaghan reported that there had been no recorded crimes in the area in the last month.  
No matters were raised by Members.

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk referred to the advice received from Vale Councillors at the last meeting regarding the proposed Rural Exceptions site at Pentre Meyrick and the meeting that he had contacted the Vale Council’s Affordable Housing Enabler. She had informed the Clerk that no progress has recently been made in respect of the proposal but if there was any progress on the matter she would contact him to provide an update.
The Clerk informed the meeting that he had discussed the Penllyn Sewage meeting with Clive Moon of Vale Highways and that there had been some confusion as to who was doing what. It had been agreed that the Clerk would provide Mr Moon with background information about the complaints the Community Council has received and that he would try to set up a meeting with Welsh Water. In respect of the Council’s concern about the road flooding to the North of Ystradowen, Mr Moon had been informed of the exact location of the problem and he confirmed would discuss the matter with Steve Bowen of the Vale Highways Section.  

Vale Councillor Cox referred to the progress made in respect of the problems caused by large vehicles using the Ash Hall/Fforest Road and becoming stuck in the narrow lane. It was confirmed that the Vale Council would place signage at the Ystradowen end and was negotiating with the Rhondda Cynon Taf Council to place signage at the northern end.
The Clerk thanked Vale Councillor Cox for the efforts he had made in respect of the concerns local residents and Community Council had expressed about speeding traffic entering from the Northern end of Ystradowen Village. Councillor Cox referred to an Email he had received from Andrew Loosemore (Operational Manager – Vale Highways and Engineering) regarding the discussions the Vale Council had held with Police Officers and the proposed improvement they now intend to undertake. 
5) To confirm the minutes of July 2013

The minutes were discussed and accepted as a true record of the meeting. Councillor Lewis proposed that the minutes be accepted and was seconded by Cllr Petty and unanimously agreed by all present.

6) Charity Matters

7) Chairman’s Report and Communication.
The Chairman informed the meeting that he had also been invited by the Mayor Of Cowbridge with Llanblethian Town Council to attend the Remembrance Sunday Service at Holy Cross on 10th November 2013.
8) Delegate Reports.

Cllr Pugh informed the meeting that he had been invited to attend a Local Service Board forum at the Memorial Hall, Barry on 18th October 2013. As the forum is to receive a presentation on the Local Development Plan the Clerk said it may be beneficial for him also to attend.
9) Land Holdings/Parks
a) Winch Field, Graig Penllyn.

Councillor Petty informed Members that he had received details of the proposed orchard the Resident Association wished to place in the park. Members discussed the proposals and resolved that as the trees were to be placed at locations to that would minimise disruption to future grass cutting and that as it is the intention of the Resident Association to continue to contract the grass cutting the proposals are considered acceptable.
The Clerk referred to the previous request from the Vale Council for the Community Council to pay for the repairs of the roundabout. He informed the meeting that he had worked with Cllr Petty to identify that the roundabout had been installed by the Vale Council and therefore the costs of its repair was their responsibility. He confirmed that he had informed the Vale Council of this and had not received a response to date.
b) Well Field, Trerhyngyll.
The Clerk provided a copy of the Health and Safety Report for the site. Councillors Hill and Pugh informed the meeting that the minor repairs identified in the report would be undertaken as part of the forthcoming “tidy up the Well Field event”.
10) Ward Member Elections/Vacancies
The Clerk informed Members that he and the Chairman had met with Mr Andrew Loyns the Chairman of the Fair Deal for Ystradowen Campaign regarding the planning application for land off Badgers Brook Rise. As part of the discussions it was suggested that it would be beneficial for representatives of the Campaign to be represented on the Community Council. Mr Loyns confirmed he would ask if any of his members would be interested.
